INSTALLATION

TROUBLE SHOOTING

PROBLEM

ACTION

THE DEVICE DOES NOT TURN ON

The power supply is not connected and the internal battery
is discharged.

Ensure that the device is plugged into a working AC wall
socket

THE INTERNAL BATTERY IS NOT WORKING
OR BATTERY LIFE HAS DECLINED.

The internal battery is broken or worn out and needs to be
replaced.

Contact a qualified service provider

THERE IS NO SOUND

The device is set on the wrong input source.

No audio source connected

Volume is set too low on either the sound source or the

Nomadic Audio speaker.

Audio source is not playing or paused.

Press the source button to switch to the correct audio
source

Connect the sound source to the speaker either via BT or
with a 3.56mm aux cable

Slightly increase the volume on your sound source, then
slightly increase the volume on the speaker.

Press “Play” on your audio source device.

THE SOUND IS TO LOW

The audio cable is not properly connected.

Volume is set too low on either the sound source or the
Nomadic Audio speaker.

Ensure that the audio cable is properly connected and that
it is not damaged.

Slightly increase the volume on your sound source, then
slightly increase the volume on the speaker.

THERE IS A CRACKLING SOUND

The amplifier is clipping if it runs out of power.

Decrease the volume on your sound source. Lower the
volume or bass boost on the Nomadic Audio speaker.

THE SOUND IS DISTORTED

Volume is set too high on either the Nomadic Audio
speaker or the audio source.

The sound file (mp3) is of poor quality.

Too much bass/treble boost on the speaker.

Turn down the playback volume on the sound source or
the Nomadic Audio speaker.

Try another sound file (mp3) or music player

Set the bass and/or treble knobs on the Nomadic Audio
front pannel to flat (center position).

ERRATIC PERFORMANCE

Interference from another electronic device.

Move the Nomadic Audio speaker to another ocation.
Turn off or move the interfering electronic device.

CANNOT CONNECT OR PAIR WITH A BT
DEVICE

The two BT devices are too far apart.

BT is not enabled on your device.

The pairing timed out.

Your device prompts you for a pin code.

Your device only supports BT (hands-free) area function.

Move the devices closer so that they are within10 meters,
and unobstructed by obstacles
such as walls or doors.

Ensure that BT is enabled on your device.

When the pairing button is pressed, the Nomadic Audio
speaker searches for devices for 3 minutes

In most cases, you do not need to enter the pin code
(password) when connecting the bT device to the Nomadic
Audio speaker. If the window for entering the pin code is
displayed, use the pin code 0000.

The speaker cannot connect using Bluetooth hands-free
area function. Connect using 3.5mm aux cable instead.

BT CONNECTION DROPS OUT

The two BT devices are too far apart or the connection is
affected due to obstacles.

There is a strong electric field Interfering with the devices.

Move the devices closer so that they are within10 meters,
and unobstructed by obstacles such as walls or doors.

Items such as microwave ovens, wireless network adapters,
fluorescent lights and gas cookers use the same frequency
range as the BT device. This may lead to interference with
the signal.
